Pilot Scheme on e-Learning in Schools

In the e-Learning Pilot Scheme, the EDB approved 21 proposals
of which only 11 are from primary schools. It is a great honour for
us to be chosen as one of the pioneering schools.

We received over $2 million to implement the EDB e-Learning

Pilot Scheme-cum-EDB NET section’s PLPR/W programme in Primary 1-3. We have bought 150
iPads and worked closely with the EDB Native English Teachers Section, Hong Kong University’s
E-Business Technology Institute and Innovative Net Learning Ltd to build online platforms for
assessment, co-planning, iBooks, interactive apps and teaching resources to enhance students’
English reading and writing standards.

Curriculum Characteristics

Our school runs the EDB Primary Literacy Programme
for Reading and Writing (PLPRW) for P.1-P.3 and School-
based Reading and Writing programme for P.4-6. Process
writing, shared reading and different group learning activities
are carried out in the lessons under the programmes. Local
teachers and the two native English teachers co-plan weekly
to discuss ideas for the lessons.
